Volunteering with The Sandstone Ridge Trust during their Beneath The Ridge 
landscape archaeology survey and more recently with English Heritage at Beeston 
Castle has prompted my interest in an unusual story. Beeston Castle’s well was 
explored during 1935-36 by members of ICI Winnington’s workforce, an endeavour 
that also involved local people from Bunbury, Beeston, and further afield.

At a meeting in late 1934 the ICI team’s leaders decided to investigate the well as a 
weekend activity to find a hidden tunnel, which according to local folklore ran between 
the well bottom and Beeston Hall. Inevitably the press also cited Beeston’s treasure 
legends, but the team’s main goal was the tunnel, and among its members were some 
experienced potholers.

The well had reputedly been emptied in 1842 by Peckforton estate workers 
undertaking general improvements ordered by John Tollemache, including the 
construction of Peckforton Castle. An enigmatic third-hand account of a draughty 
tunnel and a depth of 116.5 yards from nearly a century before had spurred the ICI 
team into action, but the well was no longer empty. In the intervening years nearly 40 
tons of rubble had been thrown back down the 300+ foot shaft, often by visitors to the 
annual village Festival that was held at the castle.

The project taxed the team’s scientific, engineering and potholing skills, and filled 
many weekends. Various means of raising buckets of excavated rubble were devised, 
including muscle power, a hired horse, and a visiting cycling club who’d rather rashly 
offered to help. They also employed a battered old Morris Bullnose attached to one 
end of a 400ft cable and driven down the outer ward with deflated rear tyres and two 
people clinging to its back end to improve traction(!)

Did they reach their goal? Not exactly – they recorded three tunnels of uncertain age 
in the well shaft. Two short tunnels near the well bottom, and higher up a longer tunnel 
with a corner and a collapsed roof that was too dangerous to explore further. It was 
not heading to Beeston Hall. By early 1936 at a measured depth of 113 yards the well 
began to fulfil its original purpose and started collecting water again. A few yards short 
of their target the ICI team stopped digging and departed, leaving castle visitors free to 
continue lobbing rocks down it. 

Nobody has since been as far down the well as Dr Reginald Gibson, who on 26th April 
1936 had deposited a vacuum sealed flask at the bottom of the well containing the 
team members’ names, before signalling to his colleagues in the wellhouse to haul 
him back to the surface.
