Tax year-end checklist

It’s not too late to take full advantage of
the reliefs and allowances available to
you before the end of this tax year on 5
April. Here’s a checklist of the key
opportunities to consider before the
deadline.

Put as much money as you can into your ISAs —
the allowance is still £20,000.

Check your spouse or partner has also
maximised their own ISA allowance. That could
mean as much as £40,000 invested tax
efficiently.

Put up to £9,000 per child or grandchild into
Junior ISAs. It's a great way to pass money to
the next generation, tax efficiently. A parent or
guardian will be required to set up the Junior
ISA, but anyone can contribute to the
investment.

If you're at the point in your life where you’re
increasing your pension contributions, consider
whether you can pay in the full annual
allowance. You may also be able to carry unused
allowances over from the last three tax years.
It’s worth checking whether you used your full
allowances each year, from 2022/23 onwards.

If you’re coming up to retirement and thinking of
making a large pension withdrawal, talk to your
adviser about spreading the withdrawal over two
or more tax years. This could help minimise your
Income Tax liability.

Take advantage of your Capital Gains Tax (CGT)
annual exempt amount. Your CGT annual
exempt amount is £3,000.

If you're a high earner, you may be able to bring
your taxable income down by putting more
money into your pension or making charitable
donations. These can:

e Extend the threshold above which you start to
pay additional rate tax, which starts at
£125,140.

e Help you preserve your Personal Allowance,
which is gradually withdrawn once you earn
over £100,000.

e Help you hold on to your Child Benefit, which is
gradually withdrawn if one parent in the
household earns more than £60,000.

Use this tax year as an opportunity to make use of
your annual IHT exemption of £3,000. The annual
IHT exemption can be carried forward for one tax
year so if you didn’t use it in 2024/25, you could
gift up to £6,000 before 6 April 2026 and the
amount gifted will leave your estate immediately
and so won't be liable for Inheritance Tax.

TRUSTEES, TOLLS AND TURNPIKES David Hayns

After the Romans had left Britain during the fourth century some of the substantially built roads which
they developed across the country continued in use, while others decayed due to lack of maintenance.
Although in theory the upkeep of main roads later became a responsibility of the individual manors
through which they passed, no further action really took place until the passing in 1555 of the great
Elizabethan Highway Act. This Act shifted responsibility for roads maintenance from the manor to the
parish or township authorities and obliged every parishioner to undertake four (later increased to six)
days each year of labour on the roads, or to provide a substitute labourer.

From the late 17t century onwards responsibility for main roads was taken over in many cases by
Turnpike Trusts. The early Trusts were operated by the local Justices of the Peace, hence were known as
‘justice trusts’. Independence from the Justices, while they did retain some oversight for the trusts,
came in 1706. The road across Hatton Heath between Milton Green and Rowton was turnpiked in 1705
by one of the earliest justice trusts in the whole country. This stretch of road later became part of the
Chester to Whitchurch turnpike, which followed the ‘Old Coach Road’ through Barnhill until 1823, when
a diversion was built following the present route of the A.41 via what is now Broxton roundabout.
Evidence for the former route survives on an old sandstone milestone opposite Barnhill Farm, inscribed
‘1761 the halfway house from Chester to Whitchurch 10 miles each’. The basic principle of the turnpike
system was that the trustees were empowered by Acts of Parliament to levy tolls on users of their roads,
so that the money raised could be used to keep the road in good repair. The name ‘turnpike’ referred to
a horizontal bar or ‘pike’ across each point of entry to the road, the bar being turned to allow access
after payment of the toll. Later many of the bars were replaced by gates and the busier gates would be
supervised by a tollgate keeper, who often lived in a purpose-built tollhouse adjacent to the gate. Many
of the former tollhouses still survive, converted to private accommodation, and can often be identified
by projecting bays on the front of the building, with windows giving views along the road so that
approaching traffic would be easily visible to the keeper. A possible former tollhouse, serving the
Marchwiel to Malpas turnpike, is Clare Cottage, in Church Street, Malpas, on the entry point to the
former market town. A photograph survives of another tollhouse, built in the 19t century to serve the
Chester to Whitchurch road, which once stood at the crossroads now replaced by a roundabout at
Hampton Heath. The site of the former tollhouse, demolished in the 1930s, survives as a substantial
grass verge alongside the main A.41, diagonally opposite the Indian restaurant.

Eventually seven turnpiked roads crossed the My Village News area. Besides the Chester/Whitchurch
and Marchwiel/Malpas roads, the others were Chester/Nantwich (now the A.51), Tarporley/Whitchurch
(now the A.49), Nantwich/Whitchurch (now the A.525), Farndon/Barnhill (part of the A.534), and
Huntingdon/Worthenbury (now the B.5130). Just to the north of our area is the A.51 which formed part
of the important route known as ‘The Great Highway’ from London to Parkgate, where passengers
embarked for Ireland. On this road, just north of Bunbury, is the area still known as Highwayside. This
road declined in importance after Thomas Telford had built what became the A.5 London to Holyhead
road, started in 1815. A reminder of the former route is the milestone outside the ‘Rising Sun’ in
Tarporley, indicating 9 miles to Nantwich and 172 miles to London.

The turnpike road from Four Lane Ends to Whitchurch, opened in 1830 and now part of the A.49, was
formed by joining together a number of existing local parish roads with some entirely new stretches of
turnpike. An example of a ‘parish road’ is the very twisty stretch from Ridley to Spurstow which is in
stark contrast to the next stretch, the die-straight purpose-built ‘turnpike’ section from Spurstow to
Bunbury Heath. A previous attempt in 1819 to establish a turnpike road from Runcorn to Tushingham
failed to get Parliamentary assent, possibly because it was planned to cross Cholmondeley Park,
something which was almost certainly opposed by Lord Cholmondeley.

Joanna Dakin, spokesperson for PROTECT MALPAS said: “St Oswald’s has already
hit national headlines and is subject to an independent review following disputes
between the Rector and parishioners. Now the Diocese is considering bids from
developers for this land. The bid deadline was in December. What a PR disaster -
do the Diocese think this will result in more support for the church? The Diocese
failed to engage with the community, congregation or Parish Council about the sale.

A proposed housing development of 514 houses would almost double the size of
Malpas putting strain on already stressed services and infrastructure. The proposed
access route is via Church Street, a narrow road, notorious bottleneck and - due to
parked cars making it single track - is often blocked. Our small village roads and High
Street simply do not have the capacity for 2000 plus additional cars.”

PROTECT MALPAS aims to work with the local MP, district and parish councillors,
and an alliance of seven CWAC parish councils called the Green Belt Alliance who
have all expressed concern about speculative and random housing development
proposals. All are urging CWAC to update its register of brownfield sites, devote
planning resources to urban regeneration and reject premature applications prior to
the finalisation of a Local Plan.

They are urging local people to back the campaign, and lobby their local MP,
councillors, Diocesan and church officers to voice their anger, concerns and
objections.

Holt Local History Society At out last meeting Jonathon Gammond of
Wrexham’s museum, who gave an entertaining fully illustrated account of
the story of the museum building from its original purpose of militia depot to
its imminent incarnation as ‘The Museum of Two Halves'.

Jonathon’s talk traced the history of the museum building from 1857, as

it housed militia barracks, police station, law courts and an art school at
different stages of its life.

Having survived proposals for demolition, it became the home of Wrexham
County Borough Museum and Archives in 1996. The new design has faced
the challenge of incorporating two museums in one. Supported by Lottery
funding, conversion work has been ongoing since 2021 to incorporate a
new gallery displaying the Welsh Football Collection. As Jonathon explained,
Wrexham's significance for football has deep roots; the Football Association
of Wales was founded in Wrexham in 1876. The football gallery will join
other collections celebrating Wrexham heritage in its various forms to
create, in a nod to the ‘beautiful game’, the Museum of Two Halves. The nhew
museum is expected to open later this year.

The turnpike which came out of Wales by way of the Holt/Farndon bridge over the Dee,
probably established in the early 19t century, followed the route of the present A.534, an
ancient trade route which used to bring salt from Nantwich into Wales. However, the turnpiking
of the road seems to have gone only as far as Barnhill and the rest of the road to Nantwich was
never created a turnpike.

My final turnpike is rather an anomaly. As railways started to reach most parts of the country,
from the 1830s onwards, turnpike roads were unable to compete with them in terms of speed of
travel and costs for transporting goods. However, no railways came close to the southern part
of our area, which may help to explain the Chester to Worthenbury turnpike, not opened until
1853 and laid out on existing country roads. The route is still all classified as ‘B’ roads or minor
roads, leaving Chester via Huntington and running in our area through Aldford, Churton,
Sibbersfield Lane, Crewe-by-Farndon and Shocklach.
